Work Accomplished

On April 10, 2019, Anna Patterson, Corwin Washington, Ed Schneider, Bryant Dixon,
Carson Gorecki, Scott Finney, and Taylor Burns represented SWBNO at the monthly
Orleans Parish MS4 Co-Permittee and Orleans Parish Water Quality Task Force Meeting.
The meeting was held at the Sewerage and Water Board’s Carrollton Water Plant. Other
attendees represented Lake Pontchartrain Basin Foundation, the Port of New Orleans, the
New Orleans Department of Sanitation, and the Southeast Louisiana Flood Protection
Authority — East. Items on the meeting agenda were the annual report, the proposed draft
permit renewal for Orleans Parish, an update on the TMDLSs, sewer odors, and a tour of
the SWBNO Emergency Operations Center.

On May 8, 2019, Ed Schneider and Scott Finney represented SWBNO at the monthly
Orleans Parish MS4 Co-Permittee and Orleans Parish Water Quality Task Force Meeting.
The meeting was hosted by Jefferson Parish. Other attendees represented the Jefferson
Parish Environmental Department, JP Floodplain/Coastal Restoration, LA DOTD, City of
Harahan, Adaptation Strategies, Lake Prontchartrain Basin Foundation, New Orleans
City Park, Southeast Louisiana Flood Protection Authority — East, Digital Engineering,
and the City of Westwego. Topics discussed at the meeting were the Jefferson Parish
MS4 Pollution Prevention and Good Housekeeping Program, an update of TMDL
sampling, MS4 Permit Renewal for Orleans Parish, and a debrief on a recent emergency
spill response.

On June 18, 2019, Anna Patterson, Bryant Dixon, Taylor Burns, Scott Finney, Randi
Jones, Corwin Washington, Carson Gorecki, and Cameron Bonnett represented SWBNO
at the monthly Orleans Parish MS4 Co-Permittee and Orleans Parish Water Quality Task
Force Meeting, hosted by SWBNO at the Carrollton Water Plant. Other organizations
represented were the Port of New Orleans, N.O. Department of Sanitation, N.O
Department of Public Works, Adaptation Strategies, Lake Pontchartrain Basin
Foundation, Southeast Louisiana Flood Protection Authority-East, N.O. Office of
Resilience and Sustainability, and the Orleans Levee District-Non-Flood Asset

permit preparations and anticipated changes, a recently identified discharge into Bayou
St. John, an update on TMDL sampling, emergency response and interagency
coordination, and the recent Bayou St. John Lot Green infrastructure project and public
meeting.

GREEN INFRASTRUCTURE

As required, the Sewerage & Water Board of New Orleans (the Board/SWBNO)
submitted its Green Infrastructure (GI) Plan on April 24, 2014 to the EPA.

As noted in the Board’s Green Infrastructure Plan, the Board has identified and selected
projects that embody the principles of living with water, implemented projects that
comply with green infrastructure design criteria, developed partnerships to implement a
regional approach to green infrastructure, developed community outreach programs to
provide education on green infrastructure practices, and included performance
measurements, including monitoring of water quality, to help evaluate the siting and
selection of future proposed green infrastructure projects.

In the second quarter of 2019, work has continued on green infrastructure projects.
SWBNO participated in community outreach to introduce the new projects and provide
updates on ongoing and past projects.

The 2018 GI RFP was opened to the public in September 2018. Four proposals for type 1
demonstration projects were received and reviewed, of which the highest scoring
proposal was approved by the Board of Directors on January 16, 2019. The selected
proposal was for the installation of an Educational Stormwater Center at a Paul Habans
Charter School on the West Bank. The proposed cost of the selected project is
$376,974.95. The contract was signed in a ceremony with Executive Director Ghassan
Korban on May 28, 2019.

Two additional projects and RFPs were in development to allocate the remaining
$481,000.00 in the green infrastructure fund. One project focuses on a SWBNO owned
lot near Bayou St. John as a potential green infrastructure site. The second project was
initially for more general outreach and education projects in support of green
infrastructure initiatives, but was more recently adapted to be an update to the Adaptation
Support Tool (AST).

The Adaptation Support Tool “Light” is a project now in the development phase to create
an updated version of the original AST that caters to individual property owners, is
functional at smaller scales, focuses on runoff reduction and storage capacity, and is more
user-friendly. The potential of engaging in a cooperative endeavor agreement with the
city on the project was explored. Multiple conference calls were had with the Deltares
team to develop a scope for the project.

The Bayou St. John Lot Green Infrastructure Project proceeded and included a public
meeting on June 13, 2019 at Cabrini High School. 127 residents attended to learn more
about the potential project as well as provided input on what they would like to see (and
not see) on the site and in the project.

e Work was done to incorporate public feedback received at and after the meeting into the
eventual Bayou St. John Lot Project RFP.

e The 2018-2019 maintenance contract with Greenman Dan LLC to conduct maintenance
at the Aurora Gardens was completed.

e An additional maintenance contract for Aurora Rain Gardens was developed for 2019-
2020. A request for quotes was released and quotes were received. The winning bid was
from Greenman Dan LLC. A job number was created, agreement finalized, and notice to
proceed issued on 5/28/2019.

e An additional maintenance contract for the St. Joseph Street Administration Building
Green Roof was developed for 2019-2020. A request for quotes was released and quotes
were received. The winning bid was from Greenman Dan LLC. A job number was
created, agreement finalized, and notice to proceed issued on 5/28/2019.

e An initial meeting was held on June 3, 2019 with the contractors performing the
maintenance on the green roof and at Aurora Rain Gardens to discuss expectations,
communication, and required documentation.

e The sprinkler system pump for the green roof went out and an alternative was pursued.
Hand watering and then a movable sprinkler system was implemented in June.

e In the second quarter of 2019, maintenance was ongoing for the Water Effectiveness in
Broadmoor, Aurora Rain Gardens, Hollygrove Greenline, and the SWBNO St. Joseph St.
Administration Building Green Roof, projects.

e Temporary in-house maintenance continued at the Hollygrove Greenline after the project
partner, the Carrollton-Hollygrove Community Development Corporation dissolved.
SWBNO grounds maintenance teams have continued periodic mowing of the site until a
more long-term contract is secured via a forthcoming green infrastructure RFP.

e A meeting was held with the Hollygrove Neighborhood Association in early May to
assess the future of the Hollygrove Greenline project. The Tulane City Center, a partner
on the initial project was present to assist with facilitation.

e Maintenance for the SWBNO St. Joseph Street Green Roof was being conducted in an
interim basis by SWBNO staff, while the current maintenance contract was being
finalized.
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Executive Summary

e An issue of pooling water on the St. Joseph Green Roof was observed in the Fourth
Quarter 2018 and continues to be addressed in the second quarter of 2019. A report was
created by EAD staff documenting the issues. Further action and collaboration with
vendor Hanging Gardens is ongoing. Talks are on-going with Hanging Gardens to rectify
the issue. A previous corrective intervention was discovered by SWBNO staff that
alleviates part of the pooling problem.

e Analysis of sampling data collected by LPBF for the EPA Urban Waters Green
Infrastructure Monitoring Project is being conducted by LPBF. Final drawdowns are
being requested and project closeout was commenced for the grant project.

e Environmental Affairs staff continued to assess eight Gl projects to determine their
existing condition, functionality and future maintenance needs.

e The Board has also continued providing educational outreach to the community and
schools about green infrastructure though contracts with grantees as well as through an
in-house staff outreach and education program currently in development.

e On May 22, 2019, the SWBNO Environmental Affairs Department hosted staff from
Lafayette Consolidated Government and St. John the Baptist Parish on a daylong tour of
green infrastructure projects in New Orleans. The Office of Resilience and Sustainability,
Department of Public Works, and New Orleans Redevelopment Authority all participated
as well.

e A listing of the Board’s efforts in collaborating and providing educational outreach to the
community and schools about Green Infrastructure can be found in Appendix E. The
Board continues to partner with many community organizations to promote Green
Infrastructure projects whether they are publicly or privately funded.

e Staff took the National Green Infrastructure Certification Program training and exam.

SEWERAGE & WATER BOARD OF NEW ORLEANS/
CITY OF NEW ORLEANS COORDINATION

Work Accomplished

On December 10, 2015, the City of New Orleans and the Sewerage and Water Board of
New Orleans reached a settlement with Federal Emergency Management Agency
(FEMA) for street and subsurface infrastructure repairs related to Hurricane Katrina in
the total amount of approximately $2.4 Billion. This will allow for additional
infrastructure projects that will be coordinated through the combined efforts of DPW and
the Board.

The CNO and SWBNO jointly developed an aggressive schedule for the expenditure of
the $2.4 Billion to FEMA for their review and approval on March 30, 2016. This
schedule has already been implemented and includes the ongoing design of
approximately 106 paving projects, of which 22 projects are in the construction phase.
This will allow for a continued increase in construction activities in 2019 as we ramp up
our efforts to perform repairs on assets damaged as a result of Hurricane Katrina.

The City of New Orleans and Sewerage and Water Board of New Orleans continue to re-
evaluate the design and construction schedules so that they align and meet imposed
deadlines set forth in the 3rd Modified Consent Decree.

Therefore, the number of work orders for a particular area may sometimes decrease
in quantity from a previous quarter. However, all identified defects are being addressed.

e From 2010 through the second quarter of 2019, the Board has completed repairs for 7,107
identified defects.

Work Accomplished

On April 10, 2019, Anna Patterson, Corwin Washington, Ed Schneider, Bryant Dixon,
Carson Gorecki, Scott Finney, and Taylor Burns represented SWBNO at the monthly
Orleans Parish MS4 Co-Permittee and Orleans Parish Water Quality Task Force Meeting.
The meeting was held at the Sewerage and Water Board’s Carrollton Water Plant. Other
attendees represented Lake Pontchartrain Basin Foundation, the Port of New Orleans, the
New Orleans Department of Sanitation, and the Southeast Louisiana Flood Protection
Authority — East. Items on the meeting agenda were the annual report, the proposed draft
permit renewal for Orleans Parish, an update on the TMDLSs, sewer odors, and a tour of
the SWBNO Emergency Operations Center.

On May 8, 2019, Ed Schneider and Scott Finney represented SWBNO at the monthly
Orleans Parish MS4 Co-Permittee and Orleans Parish Water Quality Task Force Meeting.
The meeting was hosted by Jefferson Parish. Other attendees represented the Jefferson
Parish Environmental Department, JP Floodplain/Coastal Restoration, LA DOTD, City of
Harahan, Adaptation Strategies, Lake Prontchartrain Basin Foundation, New Orleans
City Park, Southeast Louisiana Flood Protection Authority — East, Digital Engineering,
and the City of Westwego. Topics discussed at the meeting were the Jefferson Parish
MS4 Pollution Prevention and Good Housekeeping Program, an update of TMDL
sampling, MS4 Permit Renewal for Orleans Parish, and a debrief on a recent emergency
spill response.

e OnJune 18, 2019, Anna Patterson, Bryant Dixon, Taylor Burns, Scott Finney, Randi
Jones, Corwin Washington, Carson Gorecki, and Cameron Bonnett represented SWBNO
at the monthly Orleans Parish MS4 Co-Permittee and Orleans Parish Water Quality Task
Force Meeting, hosted by SWBNO at the Carrollton Water Plant. Other organizations
represented were the Port of New Orleans, N.O. Department of Sanitation, N.O
Department of Public Works, Adaptation Strategies, Lake Pontchartrain Basin
Foundation, Southeast Louisiana Flood Protection Authority-East, N.O. Office of
Resilience and Sustainability, and the Orleans Levee District-Non-Flood Asset
Management Authority. Topics discussed at the meeting included the new draft MS4
permit preparations and anticipated changes, a recently identified discharge into Bayou
St. John, an update on TMDL sampling, emergency response and interagency
coordination, and the recent Bayou St. John Lot Green infrastructure project and public
meeting.

Green Infrastructure

THIRD MODIFIED CONSENT DECREE SECTION XXVII
PARAGRAPH 100

Paragraph 100: Requires the Board to quarterly and annually report a summary of any green
infrastructure activities undertaken pursuant to paragraph 100 and the plan developed under it.

Work Accomplished

e As required, the Sewerage & Water Board of New Orleans (the Board/SWBNO)
submitted its Green Infrastructure (GI) Plan on April 24, 2014 to the EPA.

e As noted in the Board’s Green Infrastructure Plan, the Board has identified and selected
projects that embody the principles of living with water, implemented projects that
comply with green infrastructure design criteria, developed partnerships to implement a
regional approach to green infrastructure, developed community outreach programs to
provide education on green infrastructure practices, and included performance
measurements, including monitoring of water quality, to help evaluate the siting and
selection of future proposed green infrastructure projects.

e In the second quarter of 2019, work has continued on green infrastructure projects.
SWBNO participated in community outreach to introduce the new projects and provide
updates on ongoing and past projects.

e The 2018 GI RFP was opened to the public in September 2018. Four proposals for type 1
demonstration projects were received and reviewed, of which the highest scoring
proposal was approved by the Board of Directors on January 16, 2019. The selected
proposal was for the installation of an Educational Stormwater Center at a Paul Habans
Charter School on the West Bank. The proposed cost of the selected project is
$376,974.95. The contract was signed in a ceremony with Executive Director Ghassan
Korban on May 28, 2019.

e Two additional projects and RFPs were in development to allocate the remaining
$481,000.00 in the green infrastructure fund. One project focuses on a SWBNO owned
lot near Bayou St. John as a potential green infrastructure site. The second project was
initially for more general outreach and education projects in support of green
infrastructure initiatives, but was more recently adapted to be an update to the Adaptation
Support Tool (AST).
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Green Infrastructure

e The Adaptation Support Tool “Light” is a project now in the development phase to create
an updated version of the original AST that caters to individual property owners, is
functional at smaller scales, focuses on runoff reduction and storage capacity, and is more
user-friendly. The potential of engaging in a cooperative endeavor agreement with the
city on the project was explored. Multiple conference calls were had with the Deltares
team to develop a scope for the project.

e The Bayou St. John Lot Green Infrastructure Project proceeded and included a public
meeting on June 13, 2019 at Cabrini High School. 127 residents attended to learn more
about the potential project as well as provided input on what they would like to see (and
not see) on the site and in the project.

e Work was done to incorporate public feedback received at and after the meeting into the
eventual Bayou St. John Lot Project RFP.

e The 2018-2019 maintenance contract with Greenman Dan LLC to conduct maintenance
at the Aurora Gardens was completed.

e An additional maintenance contract for Aurora Rain Gardens was developed for 2019-
2020. A request for quotes was released and quotes were received. The winning bid was
from Greenman Dan LLC. A job number was created, agreement finalized, and notice to
proceed issued on 5/28/2019.

e An additional maintenance contract for the St. Joseph Street Administration Building
Green Roof was developed for 2019-2020. A request for quotes was released and quotes
were received. The winning bid was from Greenman Dan LLC. A job number was
created, agreement finalized, and notice to proceed issued on 5/28/2019.

e An initial meeting was held on June 3, 2019 with the contractors performing the
maintenance on the green roof and at Aurora Rain Gardens to discuss expectations,
communication, and required documentation.

e The sprinkler system pump for the green roof went out and an alternative was pursued.
Hand watering and then a movable sprinkler system was implemented in June.

¢ In the second quarter of 2019, maintenance was ongoing for the Water Effectiveness in
Broadmoor, Aurora Rain Gardens, Hollygrove Greenline, and the SWBNO St. Joseph St.
Administration Building Green Roof, projects.

e Temporary in-house maintenance continued at the Hollygrove Greenline after the project
partner, the Carrollton-Hollygrove Community Development Corporation dissolved.
SWBNO grounds maintenance teams have continued periodic mowing of the site until a
more long-term contract is secured via a forthcoming green infrastructure RFP.
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A meeting was held with the Hollygrove Neighborhood Association in early May to
assess the future of the Hollygrove Greenline project. The Tulane City Center, a partner
on the initial project was present to assist with facilitation.

e Maintenance for the SWBNO St. Joseph Street Green Roof was being conducted in an
interim basis by SWBNO staff, while the current maintenance contract was being
finalized.

e An issue of pooling water on the St. Joseph Green Roof was observed in the Fourth
Quarter 2018 and continues to be addressed in the second quarter of 2019. A report was
created by EAD staff documenting the issues. Further action and collaboration with
vendor Hanging Gardens is ongoing. Talks are on-going with Hanging Gardens to rectify
the issue. A previous corrective intervention was discovered by SWBNO staff that
alleviates part of the pooling problem.

e Analysis of sampling data collected by LPBF for the EPA Urban Waters Green
Infrastructure Monitoring Project is being conducted by LPBF. Final drawdowns are
being requested and project closeout was commenced for the grant project.

e Environmental Affairs staff continued to assess eight Gl projects to determine their
existing condition, functionality and future maintenance needs.

e The Board has also continued providing educational outreach to the community and
schools about green infrastructure though contracts with grantees as well as through an
in-house staff outreach and education program currently in development.

e On May 22, 2019, the SWBNO Environmental Affairs Department hosted staff from
Lafayette Consolidated Government and St. John the Baptist Parish on a daylong tour of
green infrastructure projects in New Orleans. The Office of Resilience and Sustainability,
Department of Public Works, and New Orleans Redevelopment Authority all participated
as well.

e A listing of the Board’s efforts in collaborating and providing educational outreach to the
community and schools about Green Infrastructure can be found in Appendix E. The
Board continues to partner with many community organizations to promote Green
Infrastructure projects whether they are publicly or privately funded.

e Staff took the National Green Infrastructure Certification Program training and exam.

The chart shall
identify each project (contract) on which the Board and City are coordinating or at the time of
submitting the report, reasonably expect to coordinate, the estimated budget for each entity’s
share of the work (including the expenditure of federal funding that the Board and City
reasonably expect to make at the time of submitting the report), the current status of that
coordinated work, and the estimated and actual date for design completion, contract advertising,
notice to proceed, and construction completion. With respect to the summaries and information
reported under this paragraph 59, all parties understand that the amounts and dates of anticipated
federal funding expenditures regularly change, that the reported information reflects what is
anticipated at the time the Board submits it, and that the information is likely to change between
each report.

Work Accomplished

e On December 10, 2015, the City of New Orleans and the Sewerage and Water Board of
New Orleans reached a settlement with Federal Emergency Management Agency
(FEMA) for street and subsurface infrastructure repairs related to Hurricane Katrina in
the total amount of approximately $2.4 Billion. This will allow for additional
infrastructure projects that will be coordinated through the combined efforts of DPW and
the Board.

e The CNO and SWBNO jointly developed an aggressive schedule for the expenditure of
the $2.4 Billion to FEMA for their review and approval on March 30, 2016. This
schedule has already been implemented and includes the ongoing design of
approximately 106 paving projects, of which 22 projects are in the construction phase.
This will allow for a continued increase in construction activities in 2019 as we ramp up
our efforts to perform repairs on assets damaged as a result of Hurricane Katrina.

e The City of New Orleans and Sewerage and Water Board of New Orleans continue to re-
evaluate the design and construction schedules so that they align and meet imposed
deadlines set forth in the 3rd Modified Consent Decree.
